The Committees are:



1. Lands and Conservation Committee:


     Purpose: To advise the Selectmen regarding care and access to Town lands, 


     trails and coastal access points.



2.Tax acquired property committee:


    Purpose: To advise the Selectmen and the Town regarding the future of 


    properties acquired by the Town as the result of nonpayment of taxes per 


    ordinance adopted in 2008, which states that properties may be retained for 


    Town purposes; given/sold to a non-profit; sold to the general public.



3.Board of Assessment review:



    To hear property owner’s appeals of the Assessor’s denial of an abatement 


     request and rule accordingly.



4. Health Committee:


     To advise the Selectmen about issues relating to the health and welfare of the 

     citizens of Chebeague and coordinate with other agencies as authorized by 


     the Board of Selectmen.
